Update on Security/Fire Drills

We would like to inform you of the updated New Jersey Security/Fire Drill
Requirements

Beginning in November of 2010 all New Jersey schools are required to per-
form 1 security drill and 1 fire drill per month. This is a change from the
past practice of 2 fire drills per month and security drills a few times per school year.

Fire Drill procedures mandate evacuation of the building (via the fire alarm) and an accounting of students before
they reenter the building.
These drills are timed and logged for review twice a year.

(Fire alarm is only used for fire evacuation)

Security Drills are conducted after providing 48 hours prior notice to the Cherry Hill Emergency Management Of-
fice. .

These drills include lockdowns (Tier 1/2/3):

Tier 1 — Outside disturbance where all exterior doors are rechecked for proper locking, all outside activities are sus-
pended and moved inside. Inside classes/movement may continue in a normal fashion.

Tier 2 — Non life threatening inside situation where all inside building doors are locked and classes may continue
only within that classroom. Outside activities are discontinued and students are moved to the far ends of the prop-
erty for possible movement to a sister school.

Tier3—-Extreme danger within the building where —all’ dagors

Sheltered environment — Activated for situations that demand all students in one area (gym) for possible relocation to
another school.

Non-fire building evacuation - This includes bomb threats and mechanical issues (sprinkling system malfunction/etc.)

These drills are logged for review twice a year.
(All Security Drills are only activated by verbal command)
