 I am pleased to welcome you back for the 2010 ï 2011 school year.  As we 

began our planning this summer for the 2010-2011 school year we looked to our past and realize our foun-

dation was set with Community and Service as a key ingredient in our mix to build a culture of caring for 

our entire school community.  Having a background of coaching basketball for many years I look to the 

great coaches for guidance and inspiration.  John Wooden, former coach at UCLA, is considered the great-

est of all coaches.  In addition to teaching the game of basketball very well, Mr. Wooden is most revered as 

a mentor and teacher who emphasized character and service above all else.

We are proud of our 2008 National School of Character Award and our 2009 Blue Ribbon School 

of Excellence Award.  These awards will inspire us to work better for our community.  They will also serve 

as a reminder that we must be a School of Character and a Blue Ribbon School every day.

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Cherry Hill Student  

Assistance Program 
 

Cherry Hill Schools has provided a Student Assistance Coun-
seling Program for many years. In addition to the traditional 
guidance services offered in the school, the Student Assis-
tance Program is intended to address personal issues early as 
a means of prevention. The Student Assistant Counselors, 
Ms. Judy Messenger at Carusi, (667-1220, ext. 3562 ) and 
Ms. Gina Demonte at Beck and Rosa (424-4505, ext. 3172) 
Middle Schools have Masterôs Degrees in Counseling in addi-
tion to certification as Substance Awareness Coordinators or 
Student Assistance Counselors (SAC). 

  

  Student Assistance is a confidential counseling program de-
signed to help students and families with a broad spectrum of 
issues. The counseling program provides a safe haven for 
students to explore difficult and sometimes sensitive issues so 
they can develop a positive plan for coping or change. In the 
past, students have received help managing stress, parental 
separation/ divorce, peer conflicts, grief, eating disorders, de-
pression, anxiety and substance abuse. Student Assistance is 
often viewed as family assistance, since many times the entire 
family is offered assistance in managing a difficult situation. 

 

  Peer support groups are also offered on a voluntary basis. 
Though the groups are not therapy, they provide a safe envi-
ronment where students may receive peer support, gain edu-
cation around a specific issue or concern, and develop listen-
ing and coping skills that will assist them in both school and at 
home. 
 

  In addition to self-referrals, many students make contact with 
the Student Assistance Counselor as a result of a caring 
teacher, administrator, nurse, guidance counselor, friend or 
parent who requests an appointment for a student. If you 
would like to make a referral or discuss a concern, please 
contact Ms. Demonte at  424-4505, ext.

 All children born on or after January 1, 1997 and 

enrolled in Grade 6 are required to have a booster dose 
of the diphtheria, pertussis and tetanus vaccine.  If your 

child has had a booster within the last 5 years, then a 
new booster will not be needed to enter 6th grade.  

 The meningococcal vaccine is also required for all 
students once they turn 11 years old.  The Camden 

County Health Dept offers immunizations free of charge 

and you can also obtain them through your childôs health 
care provider.  If for any reason your child cannot obtain 

these immunizations, please contact me. 
 

Gym Excuses:  

 If your child cannot participate in physical education 
class, the student must bring a note to the nurse during 

advisory period.
