NATIONAL LATIN EXAM  
 
     The National Latin Exam was administered on March 
16th. This year more than 134,000 students took the 2007 
NLE, including students from Australia, Belgium, Canada, 
China, England, Italy, Japan, Korea, Mozambique, New 
Zealand, Poland, and Zimbabwe. Of the 87 West 
students who took this year's exam, 49 earned awards: 
17 gold medals (summa cum laude), 11 silver medals 
(maxima cum laude), 7 magna cum laude scores, and 14 
cum laude scores.

CERTAMEN 
    
On March 18, hundreds of New Jersey 
Latin students from 37 schools met in 
the Richardson Auditorium at Princeton University. They 
came in teams for a knowledge-bowl competition known 
as Certamen, an academic contest with questions on 
ancient Rome’s language, history, mythology, literature, 
and daily life. Of course, each team matched its skills 
against others at the same level. In a pool of eight 
schools from South Jersey, West’s Latin students 
continued a tradition of excellence. These are the results: 
West’s Latin I team placed second in South Jersey. 
Congratulations to Evan Lechner, Katherine Savercool, 
Erik Schmalbach, Stephan Wister, and Diana Wu. 
West’s Latin II team placed first in South Jersey. 
Congratulations to Chrissy Badaracco, Roanne 
Fernandes, Lauren Gaudite, Jeff Resnick, and Coby 
Wittman. 
West’s upper-level team also placed first in South Jersey. 
Congratulations to Ilana Ellis, Ali Malin, Mary Nathan, 
Anastasia Pastino, and Jeremy Silver. Our success at 
this level is especially remarkable because our third and 
fourth year students prevailed over others in their fourth 
and fifth years of Latin. It is also remarkable that two 
members of this team have been state champions in 
2007, 2006, and 2005. 
On April 19, the students went on to compete in the 
annual New Jersey Junior Classical League’s state 
convention and academic competitions for individuals and 

teams. Twenty-eight students from West participated. 
Congratulations in particular to all the members of our 
Latin Knowledge Bowl teams. In Certamen, our Upper-
Level team placed third in the state. Congratulations to 
team members Mary Nathan, Anastasia Pastino, 
Katherine Savercool, and Jeremy Silver. Our Latin II team 
members, Chrissy Badaracco, Roanne Fernandes, 
Lauren Gaudite and Erik Schmalbach are this year’s state 
champions!     In addition to the Certamen, individual 
students took written tests on Greek and Roman 
mythology, Roman history and daily life, Latin grammar, 
Latin vocabulary, and English derivatives (of Latin). Each 
test was scored according to the students’ level: Latin I, 
Latin II, and upper-level Latin.

Health Education  
 
On April 2nd and 3rd the Junior Health classes were able 
to experience the visual sensation of being impaired.  
Through the Drunk Driving Awareness Program 
sponsored by the Camden County Park Police, students 
viewed a video on the potential outcomes of driving 
impaired. This included real stories about the death of 
passengers in the car while a driver was impaired and his 
ensuing guilt and jail time.  A victim whose brain was 
impaired to the point where she doesn’t even remember 
the friend that died while she was driving impaired and 
the physical and mental struggles she will endure the rest 
of her life.  Following the video was a “hands on” 
experience where the students wore Fatal Vision goggles 
and attempted to walk to the “car” (a golf cart) and drive 
through a coned obstacle course.  A park police officer 
was with them the entire time.  Other officers were taking 
the students through a series of tests administered when 
they suspect an individual is under the influence of 
alcohol or other drugs.  The students thoroughly enjoyed 
the program.  Comments included, “It was so much fun 
and I learned so much too!”  “What an experience – it is 
so much better than just talking about it.” “The 
combination of the video and wearing the goggles was 
great because you learned how hard it is to drive and 
walk and the video showed the consequences of your 
actions.”  “It was fun, but serious and worthy at the same 
time.” “The whole concept of the activity was real neat.”   I

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     THE COLLEGE ESSAY:  A TUTORIAL 
 
This is a 5-day, 12 ½ hour tutorial workshop, which will be held the weeks of August 11-15 and 18-22.  The session 
hours are: 9:30 am - 12:00, 1:00 pm - 3:30 pm, or 5:00 pm – 7:30 pm. This program is sponsored by the Guidance 
Counseling Centers and PTAs of Cherry Hill High Schools East and West. 
 
Tutorials will contain a maximum of 10 students who will complete all steps of the writing process (from 
prewriting through production of a final draft) to create a college essay.  In the tutorial, students will examine the 
diversity of topics for college essays, how to narrow the topics to fit the individual applicants, how to generate ideas 
for a rough draft, and how to revise and edit through peer reviews.  By the end of the tutorial, students will 
complete a final draft of an essay to submit to a college. 
 
Areas for focus in the workshops may include the following: 
The Purpose of the College Essay        Organizing Various Structures 
Reading and Analyzing Sample Essays       Choosing a Writing Approach 
Drafting Essays          Creating Time Lines of Accomplishments 
Revising and Editing for Clarity        Focusing on the Active Voice 
Writing Personal Narratives         Varying Sentence Length and Beginnings

SAT/PSAT TUTORIAL 
 
This is a 5-day, 15 hour tutorial workshop (30 hours if taking both Math and Verbal), which will be held the weeks 
of August 11-15 and August 18-22.  The session hours are: 9:00 am - 12:00, 1:00 pm - 4:00 pm, or 5:00 pm – 8:00 
pm. There will be a break in each session.  The program is sponsored by the Guidance Counseling Centers and 
PTAs of Cherry Hill High Schools East and West.  We recommend that, if you are taking both Math and Verbal, do 
not take them the same week.  Please split your weeks. 
 
This course is designed to expose the student to the specific test material required for the new SAT.  We will explain 
concepts tested on the exams and teach proven test-taking techniques.  All lessons are focused on preparing for the 
SAT.  We will work on actual simulated SAT questions and explain the answers.  A practice test will be provided for 
students to do on their own.  We will cover such topics as:  the actual breakdown for the test, how best to prepare for 
the test and how the guessing factor can be used to significantly increase your scores.  Proper test preparation greatly 
helps to minimize the tensions that can seriously lower scores for many students. 
 
The fee for one session is $175.  There is an additional fee of $30 for the session book.  The workshop for content 
area is 15 hours, and the class size will be kept to 10 students.  It is priced below cost to encourage maximum 
participation and to ensure affordability.  Parents are asked to make extra contributions to help pay for students who 
cannot afford the fee and to subsidize our low cost fee.
