     As the gray days of winter continue, there's 

nothing like Valentine's Day to bring a burst of 

love and fun into the month of February! While 

the advertising industry bombards us with 

chocolates, jewelry and flowers as "perfect " 

gifts, I have always found that giving children 

books for any holiday creates both life long 

memories (the 16 yr. old: "I loved that book 

when I was in first grade!") and more 

importantly, a love of literacy that lasts through 

adulthood. If you wander into Barnes & Noble 

regularly, you'll note that amidst the 

"technology revolution," there are still many of 

us who relish the printed word and the 

wonderful places fine literature takes us.  

     Recently, I read an article that touched my 

heart because of the utmost respect I have for 

Children's Hospital and the message of the 

author concerning the illiteracy of many 

children today. I'd like to share some of the 

pertinent information with you from Kristen 

Kucharczuk, Pediatrician at CHOP and Associate 

Medical Director of reach Out and Read greater 

Philadelphia:  

         Today in America, there are more 

than 11 million children age 5 and younger 

who are living in poverty. Millions of these 

children arrive on the first day of 

kindergarten well behind their peers, 

unprepared to read and learn.  

         Reading aloud to young children is one 

of the best activities to stimulate language 

and cognitive skills, yet more than 40 percent 

of parents in Pennsylvania don't read to their 

children every day. Families living in poverty 

often lack access to libraries and children's 

bookstores-in fact, 61 percent of low income 

families have no children's books in their 

homes. That's part of the reason why low-

income children will hear up to 30 million 

fewer words that their more affluent peers 

before the age of 4 and, on average, will be 

able to recognize only nine letters of the 
alphabet at the age of 5.  

         Reach Out and Read capitalizes on the 

relationship between parents and pediatric 

health-care providers, recognizing that 

parents are far more likely to take advice to 

heart when it comes from a trusted caregiver. 

Reach Out and Read's evidence-based model 

includes giving each child a new, age-

appropriate book at every checkup, and 

speaking with parents about the importance 

of reading aloud every day.      

     As I read this, I thought, "What a great idea 

since all children must visit a pediatrician to get 

immunizations before school anyway!" If these are 

the only books they'll ever receive, so be it-but it's 

at least it's a start on early literacy.   

     As holiday and birthday celebrations become 

life long memories, wouldn't it be wonderful to 

create memories about giving a book to a child as 

the ultimate act of love and literacy?  Food and 

flowers have a short life...but, books are forever!

o SmartBoards: 5th grade received SmartBoards in the summer of 2008.  4th grade 
was supposed to get them last summer (2009) but did not in order to maintain a flat 
budget (zero increase).  No final decision has been made for the next budget but it is 
always hard to add items back into a budget. 

o Elementary Class Size: the current maximum for grades K-3 is 20, with 24 the max 
for grades 4 and 5.  They say that class size is discussed virtually every year.  But 
there appears to be serious talk this year. 

If you have an opinion about one (or both) it may be of interest to contact school board 
members and/or attend a budget discussions.

Second Graders Take Virtual Field Trip 

 
On January 15th Mr. Esposito came in to tell us about the universe and our solar system.  He 

showed us a slide presentation with many wonderful pictures of the earth, the Hubble 

telescope, the space station and a moon phases model just to name a few.  Then…we took a 

virtual field trip through space.  Our first destination was the moon.  We learned that there is 

no atmosphere on the moon.  The next stop was Venus.  We could only fly by Venus, 

though.  Do you know why?  We do.  We learned that Venus is the hottest planet.  Next 

stop…Mercury.  Mercury is hotter and bigger than Earth’s moon.  The sun was next.  We saw 

solar flares.  The sun is a small star and not really as hot as many other stars.  We learned 

about red dwarf stars (the smallest stars) and blue giants (the largest, hottest stars).  On 

our way from the sun we saw a comet.  We learned that in about 65 years we might see a 

famous comet named Haley’s comet.  We saw an asteroid (a.k.a. meteor or meteorite).  

Mars was next.  Did you know that Mars has a big chunk of ice on the bottom that looks 

almost exactly like Antarctica?  When we landed, we saw no trees.  It looked like a rocky 

desert.  There were mountains.  There was a red sky!  Much to our dismay…no aliens.  Next 

stop…Jupiter, the biggest planet in our solar system.  1,300 Earth’s can fit inside Jupiter.  

Jupiter has many moons.  Europa, one of Jupiter’s moons, has an ocean.  The ocean is 

frozen right now, but scientists think that there might be life in that frozen ocean.  Saturn 

was next.  Saturn is a gas giant.  If you had a huge pool of water and you could put Saturn 

in it, it would float!  The rings around Saturn are made of rocks and dust.  Uranus has rings 

too.  Neptune looks a lot like Earth.  There are clouds on Neptune.  It has the fastest winds 

(1,000 mph) of all the planets.  Neptune has 13 moons.  One named Triton has ice 

volcanoes.   Pluto, a dwarf planet, has never been seen up close.  About 4 years ago a 

spaceship was sent.  It will arrive on Pluto about 2015.   

We left our solar system and headed for the Milky Way Galaxy.  We are so tiny and far out of 

the galaxy.  It’s like living in the country compared to the “big city” of the Milky Way.  We 

saw nebula, where all new stars are born.  We went to another galaxy called Andromeda.  It 

is 2,000,000 light years away from the Milky Way.  It has 400,000,000,000 (that’s 400 

billion) stars in it!  There are hundreds of billions of galaxies in our universe.  When we 

returned to Earth, we had a brief question and answer session.  Mr. Esposito answered so 

many of our questions.  Wow!  Thank you, Mr. Esposito, for a great field trip.  We learned so 

much more about our solar system and the universe.
