Local PTA Nomination and Election Season is upon us.  The process has changed based on the Local PTA bylaws amendments passed at the 2004 and 2005 NJPTA conventions.  Following each convention, these amendments are mailed to every President.  These amendments should be attached to the back of that PTA’s 2 bylaws books, the Duplicate which is held by the President and the Official which is held by the Secretary.  I have attached both years’ amendments to this email.
To begin the nominating process, each President should verify the term of office for each officer.  This information is found on page 6.  If the terms of office are for 1 year, then a nominating committee should be formed every year.  If the term of office is for 2 years and all terms begin and end at the same time, a nominating committee need only be formed every other year.  

2005 Bylaws Amendments state that the nominating committee must be formed 2 months prior to your election meeting month.  The month of your PTA’s election meeting is also specified on page 6.  The committee must report a minimum of 30 days prior to the pre-scheduled election meeting.  This 30 day notice is necessary based on the 2004 Amendment affecting the process of how candidates are eligible to run from the floor.  People interested in an office and who were not nominated by the nominating committee, must notify the President, the Recording Secretary and the Nominating Committee Chair at least 20 days before the Election Meeting.
