Scholarship’s Origin

The Helen Ameisen Memorial Scholarship was established in 1947 by Camden County PTA.  It was established in honor of Mrs. Helen Ameisen who was a past President of Camden County PTA.  She was active on the local, county, and state levels in work related to the health and education of all children.

Camden County PTA established in 1993, the Helen Fowler Memorial Scholarship.  This scholarship was established in honor of Helen Fowler who was a past Recording Secretary.  She dedicated over 40 years of service to the welfare of children.

Eligibility Requirements

Each year both scholarship applications are sent to every public high school in the county.  All seniors graduating from a public high school are eligible, if they have attended a public elementary, middle, or high school with a PTA in good standing in the year the senior applies.  A PTA in good standing must satisfy the following yearly criteria:

      The PTA must pay its national, state, and county dues.

      The PTA must have contributed to the Camden County PTA Scholarship Fund.  

Eligible applicant must be planning to attend a college or 2 or 4 years of a full time post secondary course of study.  

Funding of Scholarships

These scholarships are funded annually by donations from local PTA units and individual contributions.  The number of scholarships awarded is determined by the amount of contribution made by every PTA in the county.  Each scholarship award is $250.00.
