     This meeting was held on March 5, 2009 at the Cherry Hill Library at 7:30pm.  The following were present: Fran Taub, chairman and Cherry Hill East, Joanne Rongione Cherry Hill West, Michelle Bowers Kingston, Christine Bendetto Stockton , David Rosen Woodcrest, Lisa Harris Rosa.
 1. Old business – David Rosen, rep. from Woodcrest had volunteered last meeting to meet with principal from Woodcrest and discuss some of our Health and Safety concerns during a potential lockdown.  The principal shared that each school had a specific policy for that school.  Fran shared with the committee that administration is working on a system to send messages to all cell phones in the event of an emergency. Some of the reps.said that they had received tests messages to their cell phones recently.  Discussion also concerning how every classroom needs to have water and food for a potential lockdown. 
                                One of the reps had checked for us about unmonitored doors during early care hours.  The rep reported that there are about five schools that offer SACC and the doors for all of them are opened 7-8:45 and 3:30-6.  Also reported was since SACC is a district program the rep was told that her particular school did not have a designated person to monitor the door.  The committee is assuming this is the situation for all the schools that have this program.  This is something that needs to be addressed on the district level and it will be brought up at the next Zone meeting.
                                  Menu Planning committee had a recent meeting.  There were two parents present only.  It is being considered to hold the meetings in conjunction with our meetings.  Plans continue for changing each of the cafeterias into the “Cool Café”.  Requests have been made for Aramark to post nutritional value of meals for parents to see.  Next Meal Planning meeting is March 16th at 4pm.  
2. New business –  Concern over children with allergies  and the communication and awareness of all personnel that have contact with these children was addressed.  There had been a recent incident affecting a special education child with allergies requiring the child to go to the hospital.  Discussion followed concerning the need for more disciplined communication to occur between all personnel interacting with these children.   Fran is going to find out more information about how this can be improved.
